GIRLS DRESS CODE

Crossroads Christian Academy is a classical, Christian school with a unique tradition of
discipline and excellence. Our dress standards are designed to support these values. It not only
matters what is worn but also sow it is worn.

The goal of Crossroads Christian Academy dress code is to ensure that:
e Students are dressed in a manner that is clean, neat, conservative, and modest.
e Teachers can focus on learning rather than policing dress code.

Our primary objective is to teach students:
e The values of the appropriate dress rather than dictating detailed rules.
e To avoid extremes and practice moderation for any style.

Students who violate the dress code will be sent to the office to call parents to come and provide
a change of clothes.

Girls Dress Code

Logos: Only the CCA logo must be present on shirts or sweaters. Any use of the CCA logo
outside of the standard crest must be approved by the Headmasters.

All outerwear must be labeled with the child’s name.

Shorts, Skorts, Skirts
o Must be solid and either burgundy, gray, khaki/tan, navy blue, or black
e Modesty shorts may be worn under skirts
e Must be no more than 2 inches from the top of the knee from every direction while
standing
e No athletic shorts, cargo shorts, or spandex/bike-riding style shorts

Dresses or Jumpers
e Dresses must be a uniform style and have a collar; jumpers must be worn with a polo-
style shirt or button-up
e Acceptable colors include burgundy, gray, white/cream, khaki/tan, navy blue, and black
e Modesty shorts may be worn under dresses or jumpers
e Must be no more than 2 inches from the top of the knee from every direction while
standing




Pants / Capris

Pants must be solid and either burgundy, gray, khaki/tan, navy blue, or black
No excessive pockets, cargo shorts, colored denim, leggings (unless worn under
skirts/dresses and in a school-approved color), jeggings, wind pants, or athletic pants

Tops / Polo Shirts / Button-Ups

A solid collared shirt (polo or button-up) is the uniform standard

Shirts may be long or short sleeve but may not be sleeveless

Acceptable colors include burgundy, gray, white/cream, khaki/tan, navy blue, and black
The top must be long enough to always cover the stomach (even when arms are raised)
Logos - see above

Sweaters, Cardigans & Jackets

Sweaters and cardigans must be a solid school-approved color and have a school-
approved collared shirt underneath

Jackets must be a single solid school-approved color (both inside and out) and be free
from large logos, writing, stripes, or patterns (mottled or otherwise).

Acceptable colors include burgundy, gray, white/cream, khaki/tan, navy blue, and black
Hoodie-style sweatshirts are not a uniform standard

Logos - see above

Socks, Tights & Leggings

Shoes

Socks must be solid (no designs) in one of the following colors: burgundy, gray,
white/cream, khaki/tan, navy blue, or black

Tights or leggings, without lace and in school-approved colors, may be worn under skirts
or dresses only

Closed toed shoes are required (no crocs)
No high heels

Jewelry, Hats, Hair & Accessories

Camisoles, if worn, must match the shirt color and must not show above the shirt
Undershirts must be an approved school color: burgundy, gray, white, khaki/tan, navy
blue, and black

Stretchy material (such as lycra) or see-through material is not uniform standard

Jewelry is permitted so long as it is not distracting (no ear gauges)

Body piercings are not permitted (other than ears)

Modestly applied makeup is permitted

Hair must be neat, clean, of natural color, out of the student’s eyes, and not be distracting
Hats or caps are not permitted

For Chapel on Wednesday (Kindergarten — 12)
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A white button-up or polo style shirt must be worn, tucked in during the chapel service, with the
above previously stated bottom options.

Thursday
Students may elect to wear a Crossroads Christian Academy t-shirt or sweatshirt (no hoodie) in

lieu of previously stated tops.

Friday
Students may choose to wear a Crossroads Christian Academy t-shirt or sweatshirt (no hoodie)

with blue, denim jeans. The jeans must be neat and not have holes (or the appearance of holes).
